Applicants will participate in a drama lesson starting Term 2 Week 3, May 6
and finishing Week 6, May 27. Lessons will be on Wednesday afternoons
from 4:00pm to 5:00pm, on the secondary campus of Kawana Waters State
College in the Drama room. These sessions are designed to complement
students’ current training and prepare them for entry into the Drama
Excellence Program., in a safe and supportive secondary school setting.

It is expected that participants will seek entry into
the Drama Excellence Program, which runs from Years 7 to 9.

Please note: All students in the Junior Drama Program must still
apply and audition for the Drama Excellence Program in Year 7. Com-
pletion of the Junior Drama Program does not guarantee automatic
entry. Drama Excellence is only offered in years 7-9.
